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Preface

Thorough Analyses of New HSK is a series of textbooks written for New HSK
examinees. The series, consisting of five books, namely Thorough Analyses of New HSK
for Levels One and Two, Thorough Analyses of New HSK for Level Three, Thorough
Analyses of New HSK for Level Four, Thorough Analyses of New HSK for Level Five,
and Thorough Analyses of New HSK for Level Six, emphasizes both explanations and
practice, and is suitable for examinees at different levels.

The compilation style of the books is consistent, with the modules designed in
accordance with the New HSK content (listening, reading, and writing). Each module is
divided into several different parts, including Explanation of Question Types, Problem-
Solving Skills, Important Testing Points, Past Test Analysis, and Practice of Specific
Language Skills. Moreover, the series has three or four sets of mock tests in the end
in order for readers to test themselves. All the exercises and mock tests have Q & A
explanations for the convenience of students’ self-learning and teachers’ instructions.

Explanation of Question Types: It gives a brief introduction to the types and
characteristics of tests of the New HSK at different levels, aiming to help examinees
adapt to the tests.

Problem-Solving Skills: It offers problem-solving skills, including specific problemsolving
methods and tips in accordance with the purposes and focuses of different types of questions.

Important Testing Points and Past Test Analysis: Based on the examination
syllabus, the series summarizes the testing points of each level by researching
and analyzing the past examination papers. Moreover, the series gives a thorough
explanation of high-frequency testing points in order to help examinees grasp the
important language knowledge related to the examination.

Practice of Specific Language Skills: Directed at the important testing points of
each module, the book helps examinees consolidate the knowledge learned in this
module.

Mock Tests: The mock tests seek to simulate the past tests in terms of the choice
of corpus, the length of articles, the coverage of vocabulary, the difficulty of the words,
the determination of the testing points, and the approach to asking questions. The mock
tests cover and develop the examination syllabus in an effort to improve examinees’
test-taking skills, and help them have an objective and authentic understanding of their
language proficiency.
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The series of New HSK Analysis, based on a thorough investigation into the
examination syllabus and the past examination papers, summarizes the language points,
and analyzes the types of questions. It focuses on the recurrence of high-frequency
words, without neglecting words not listed in the examination syllabus. The combination
of training and testing improves not only candidates’ language proficiency, but also their
test-taking skill.

This series has the following advantages, compared with other supplementary
teaching materials for the new HSK:

1. Attaching equal emphasis on the examination syllabus and the past examination
guestions. Based on the examination syllabus, this book was written in compliance with
the statistical analysis of the corpus characteristics of the past examination papers, the
usage of the high-frequency words and the ways they are tested in questions.

2. Thoroughly systemizing the language points. It refines, presents and explains the
examination syllabus and key testing points in the past examination papers.

3. Using examples from past examination papers. All the examples in the books,
deriving from past examinations, help readers understand how the language points are tested.

This series can efficiently improve candidates’ test-taking skills within a short time.
As a result, it is suitable for both candidates’ self-learning and tutorial classes’ pre-
examination guidance.

When this series is used in tutorial classes of the new HSK, teachers can flexibly
arrange class hours based on students’ proficiency, each type of questions, and
the classification of the key testing points. After each type of questions is explained,
exercises for specific language skills are provided.

All the writers of this series have long been working as teachers of Chinese as a foreign
language. With profound Chinese language proficiency and rich teaching and HSK tutorial
experience, they have studied the test and investigated similar published books before the
compilation of this series. Besides these, their innovative interviews with some candidates
who have already taken the new HSK tests enable them to decide the difficult points and key
points of the new HSK from test-takers’ perspectives. All the mock test papers have been
attempted by international students at corresponding levels. We are therefore quite sure this
series will help every new HSK candidate achieve an ideal score.
